Abstract title is written in Times bold (10pt) and is centered. Abstract is written in 10pt, is justified and holds in a 14.5-cm wide centered column. The abstract should not exceed 10 lines and contain no equations and no pictures. First word of the abstract is indented by 0.5 cm indent. Spaces of respectively 30 pt and 4 pt are inserted between the e-mail addresses and the abstract title, and between abstract-title and the abstract body.

Section (14.5 pt bold Times)

The 10-page paper is written in Times (11pt) on an A4 page. Text is justified left and right. Section headings are numbered with Arabic letters. The first word of the section title is placed at 0.75 cm of the left margin. Spaces of respectively 14.5 pt and 11 pt are inserted before and after the heading. 
A new paragraph begins with an indent of 0.75cm , but a new sentence following a heading does not.

Subsection (12 pt bold Times)
Subsection uses Times bold (12 pt). The first word of the subsection title is placed at 1 cm of the left margin. Spaces of respectively 12 pt and 11 pt are inserted before and after the heading.

Figures can be inserted with a sub-figure template in order to reduce the space. Figures 1a-b provide examples.
